(c) A garage or other residential personal
property sale conducted or managed on or at a
residential premises, whether directly or indi
rectly, by any person other than the ownes
see, manageoccupant or agent thereof, of the
premises where said sale is conducted shall be
included for purposes of calculation of the
number of garage or other residential property
sales permitted under this section
